Amenities Center and Pool Rules Revised 7/8/2004
1. Only Springbrook Center Owners Association, INC. (aka Springbrook Meadows) members in good standing are allowed access to the amenities center.    This means all dues and fines must be paid in full in order to be granted access.  Violation of any of the following rules can also result in fines and a temporary or permanent suspension of good standing.
2. Amenity Center hours of operation are 6:00 AM to 10:00 PM daily.   The Sport Court is open from 6:00 AM to 9:00 PM daily.  The use of the Amenity Center property after hours of operation is considered trespassing and will result in prosecution.  Pool hours are seasonal and subject to announcement and change by the board of directors.   The board reserves the right to close the pool any time during the season due to health and safety concerns.  Use of the pool out of season can result in suspension of privileges and fines.
3. Members are allowed to bring guests to the amenity center.   Each household is allowed (4) guests in aggregate.   A Member must accompany their guests at all time.     
a) Children or step-children of the member (whether they reside w/parent or not) or any child who resides in the household permanently are not guests (A child is defined as being under the age of 18).
b) Adults residing permanently in the household as extended family members are not guests.
c) Employees of the Association conducting Association business are not guests.
d) Adult children (and grandchildren) not residing with the homeowner are guests

e) Anyone else “visiting” and not permanently residing with the homeowner is considered a guest.

4. Texas State Law requires that children under the age of (14) must be accompanied by a parent or adult guardian when a lifeguard is not present.  The Springbrook Center Owners Association, INC. does not provide lifeguard services for the pool.   Violations can result in the pool being closed by the state.  Members who violate this rule will have their privileges removed.

5. Swim at your own risk.

6. Never swim alone.
7. The following items are prohibited on the Amenity Center property:  Glass Containers, Alcohol, Drugs, Tobacco Products, Pets, Guns, Knives, Weapons, and Fireworks.  No food is allowed within 5’ of the pool.  No bicycles, skateboards, rollerblades, or motorized cycles or scooters are allowed to be operated within the amenity center confines.
8. The following rules of conduct apply to the amenity center:  No running in the pool area, no profanity, no diving in the pool, no rough horseplay.   Refuse must be properly placed in provided waste containers.
9. No cut-offs are allowed in the swimming or wading pool.  Shorts and T-shirts are approved if hems are in place.  This is to prevent lint build up from clogging the pumps.

10. For health reasons, no diapers are allowed in the swimming or wading pool.   Please use good judgment and do not use the pool when you have open sores or wounds, bandages, or communicable diseases.

11. Small personal flotation devices, masks, fins, and snorkels will be permitted as long as they are used responsibly.  Flotation devices must be soft sided.   Hard flotation devices are considered a hazard to other swimmers.  Large devices that infringe on the space of other swimmers are not allowed.

12. Radios or other music devices should be kept at a volume low enough that they do not disturb nearby residents and other member of the amenities center.  Headphones are required.

13. No one is allowed in the amenity center without a key, which signifies membership in good standing.   Do no prop open the gate or disable the lock in any way.  Lost keys should be reported to the property management company as soon as possible to prevent unauthorized access and vandalism.   Replacement keys can be obtained for a $25.00 fee.
Members understand that violation of the Amenity Center and Pool rules may result in suspension of their use of the Amenity Center after receiving a Notice to Cure and a hearing from the SBMHOA.  Subsequent or similar violations within a (six) 6-month period do not require any notice to cure.  Significant and immediate risk of harm to others does not require any Notice to Cure.  A filing of a lawsuit for a temporary restraining order, temporary injunction, or a foreclosure also does not require any notice to cure.
